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MINUTES
May 14, 2015
 
Meeting called to order on May 14, 2015, at 3:00 p.m. in the Philomath City Council Chambers by Chair Jason Leonard.
1. ROLL CALL
Present:   Councilors Jason Leonard, Charla Koeppe and Angie Baca.
Staff:         Chris Workman, City Manager: Joan Swanson, Finance Director; Jan Boggs, Accounting Clerk; and Ruth Post, City Recorder.
 
2. MINUTES
MOTION:             Councilor Baca moved, Councilor Koeppe second, to approve the minutes of April 29, 2015, as presented.  Motion APPROVED 3-0.
  
3. NEW BUSINESS
Ms. Swanson explained the local groups making park reservations that are requesting fee waivers to use the Randy Kugler Community Hall. She is requesting direction from the Committee regarding these requests. She suggested either waiving the fee in full or not waiving it, but avoiding use of a discounted rate. Ms. Boggs described the groups that are holding events or doing things for the benefit of the community. Ms. Swanson noted that the only group currently receiving free use of the structure is the Lions Club and that this was as a result of their contributions to the construction and fundraising for it.

Ms. Swanson explained that the outdoor covered space is available for anyone to use if the interior shelter is not reserved. Councilor Baca questioned how much it costs the City to have the park caretaker clean and check on the facility. Ms. Swanson explained that the park caretaker lives there free of charge and monitoring the facility is part of his duties but there are utility costs. Councilor Koeppe noted that historically these types of groups only had access to an outdoor shelter and questioned if they really needed access to the interior shelter. Councilor Leonard questioned how to balance the paid users and the free users. He suggested establishing a trial run of making allowances for some these groups.
            
There was discussion about the Lions Club having contributed to the construction and having free use of the interior section. Mr. Workman noted that there are two other nice outdoor shelters available for free: City Park Shelter #2 and at Marys River Park. Ms. Swanson pointed out that there is a $50 fee per 4-hour time block plus a $100 deposit to reserve the hall. Councilor Koeppe stated that the school groups should probably be outside anyway. The Committee reviewed the list of groups and made recommendations. There was discussion about the types of group that have rented the shelter so far.

There was discussion about trying to create set criteria. Councilor Leonard recommended setting the list for this year. If someone wants to request a fee waiver, they can come before the Council with their request. The Committee agreed to waive the fee this year for use of the Randy Kugler Community Hall for the following groups:
